CSD 789 – Independent Study in Communication Sciences & Disorders
Registration Procedures

CSD 789 – Independent Study in Communication Sciences & Disorders is a variable credit course designed to meet special learning needs through individualized study that is not offered through any other course work.  Graduate students interested in participating in these types of learning activities must work with the faculty to complete the necessary forms and learning activities.  The responsibilities listed below are intended to guide the process of developing an independent study.

Student Responsibilities:

1. Student discusses interest in CSD 789 with their Faculty Academic Advisor. The Academic Advisor helps the student to identify a faculty member who can potentially serve as the Faculty Supervisor of the project.  Student works with the Faculty Supervisor to develop a draft PROPOSAL for the independent study and completes student identification information on the APPROVAL FORM.

2. Student requests and obtains agreement from a faculty member to serve as the Faculty Supervisor for the Independent Study.  The student must understand that a faculty member is not obligated to agree to supervise an independent study.  Generally faculty members only agree to an independent study if it is in their specific area/s of interest and if they have the time to devote to it. 
3. Student registers for the course (CSD 789) for the number of credit hours agreed to with the Faculty Supervisor.

4. Student works with the Faculty Supervisor to finalize the PROPOSAL and complete necessary documentation.

5. If the PROPOSAL is not approved by the Director of Graduate Studies by the last date of withdrawal at midterm, the student withdraws from the course.

Faculty Academic Advisor Responsibilities:

6. Advisor discusses appropriateness of course in relationship to student’s 

Personal goals and program of study.

7. Advisor gives the student the appropriate forms and discusses procedures.

Faculty Supervisor Responsibilities:

8. Faculty Supervisor works with student to finalize the APPROVAL FORM and PROPOSAL, including grading system, and number of credit hours to be awarded.

9. Faculty Supervisor submits APPROVAL FORM and PROPOSAL to the Director of Graduate Studies.
10. Faculty Supervisor directs the student’s learning experiences and grades the student’s performance.
11. Faculty Supervisor advises Director of Graduate Studies of the grade to be assigned to the student for the course.  In NO CASE will a grade be assigned for CSD 789 unless the APPROVAL FORM and PROPOSAL have been approved and are on file with the Director of Graduate Studies in Communication Sciences & Disorders.

Proposal must be signed by both the Faculty Supervisor and student.
